Note:- In the absence of qualified candidates within the age limit the upper age limit shall be
relaxed up to 50 years. But in no case the maximum age limit shall exceed 50 (Fifty) years.

Before the
final submission of each application, the candidates must ensure correctness of the information on
their profile. They must quote the User-ID for further communication with the Commission.
